SB 10 MOUNT TAX EXEMPTIONS
Excludes certain machinery and equipment of certain
manufacturers from the state sales tax in 7 fiscal years
starting with 2005-2006 FY and authorizes an optional local
exemption. (7/1/04)

SB 11 MOUNT TAX EXEMPTIONS
Extends the effectiveness of the sales and use tax exemption
for purchases of utilities by certain steelworks and blast
furnaces. (7/1/04)

SB 12 MOUNT TAX/FRANCHISE/CORPORATE
Phases out the inclusion of borrowed capital within the levy of
the corporation franchise tax over 7 years, beginning in 2006.
(1/1/06)

SB 16 MOUNT TAX/SALES
Excludes transactions related to "other constructions" from
state sales tax. (gov sig)

SB 19 MOUNT TAX/TAXATION
Makes permanent and reenacts the motion picture investor tax
credit law concerning certain limits on the credit and carry
forward of the credit and provides for a transfer notification
fee. (gov sig) (2/3 - CA7s2. 1(A))

SB 22 CAIN TAX/TAXATION
To provide that certain sales and use taxes become effective if
and only if a 10 year phase-in of an individual income tax
credit for residents is implemented for excess federal itemized
deductions to pre-Stelly amounts to begin in 2005FY. (gov sig)
