• An official with the Louisiana State Board of Medical Examiners (LSBME) stated that the Advisory Committee on Midwifery is active
and expenditures to the LSBME will increase upon abolishment, as the LSBME will incur additional administrative costs to handle referrals in
the absence of the committee. 

• Attempts to obtain responses for anticipated expenditure impact from the South Central Regional Transportation Authority and the
Hurricane Katrina Memorial Commission were unsuccessful.  Therefore, we are unable to determine if there would be an impact on
expenditures as a result of abolishment.

Two (2) Entities to be Transferred.  This measure transfers the functions of the Aquaculture Coordinating Council to the Commissioner
of the Department of Agriculture and Forestry (Department).  Officials with the Department expect no fiscal impact on expenditures as the
Department is already responsible for the functions relating to this council’s purpose.

The functions of the Advisory Panel on the Louisiana Teachers’ Home Buyer Program are transferred by this measure to the State
Treasurer.  An official with the Treasurer does not anticipate any expenditure impact as a result of this transfer.
