HB 263 2025 Regular Session Davis

ELDERLY: Provides relative to disclosure of financial records available to the
governor's office of elderly affairs.

DIGEST

Present law authorizes certain disclosures by banks or their affiliates.

Proposed law adds financial records requested by the office of elderly affairs within the
office of the governor to the list of authorized disclosures.

Effective upon signature of the governor or lapse of time for gubernatorial action.

(Adds R.S. 6:333(F)(19))

Summary of Amendments Adopted by House

The Committee Amendments Proposed by House Committee on Commerce to the
original bill:

1. Remove proposed law that included language that notwithstanding, any
provisions of the law to the contrary in regards to the adult protection agency
having access to any records or documents, the agency shall perform its duties.

Summary of Amendments Adopted by Senate

Committee Amendments Proposed by Senate Committee on Commerce, Consumer
Protection, and International Affairs to the engrossed bill

1. Adds effective date upon signature of the governor.
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
