18 pursuant to R.S. 29:7, within any of the following:
19 (a)  That period, subsequent to September 11, 2001, for which the governor
20 of the state of Louisiana orders a guardsman into state active service pursuant to R.S.
21 29:7(A)(1).
22 (b)  That period, subsequent to September 11, 2001, and ending on September
23 11, 2021, for which the president of the United States orders a guardsman into active
24 military duty, pursuant to 32 U.S.C. 502(f)(1).
25 (c)  That period, subsequent to September 11, 2001, and ending on September
26 11, 2021, for which the president of the United States orders a guardsman to federal
27 active duty pursuant to 10 U.S.C. 12301, 12302, or 12303.

29 AMENDMENT NO. 6

30 On page 2, between lines 27 and 28, insert the following:

31 "G.  All claims for state disability benefits for injuries incurred by guardsmen
32 while on Title 10 or Title 32 of the United States Code shall be submitted to the
33 Department of Veterans Affairs no later than June 30, 2026."
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
