18 AMENDMENT NO. 8

19 On page 14, between lines 4 and 5, insert:

20 "F. (1) Upon the motion of either party, any deadline set forth in this Title, 
21 except for the deadline for filing applications for post-conviction relief set forth in
22 Article 930.8, may be extended by the court subject to the requirements of this
23 Section.
24 (2) Any motion for an extension of time filed by either party shall be filed not
25 later than seven days prior to the deadline sought to be extended and shall be served
26 on all parties and the court by any method allowed by law.
27 (3) Any motion for an extension of time granted by the court pursuant to this
28 Section shall not exceed sixty days in length, and in no case shall either party be
29 allowed more than three extensions of time.
30 (4) Each party's first motion for an extension of time may be granted by the
31 court without a contradictory hearing.
32 (5) After a party's first motion for an extension of time has been granted, any
33 subsequent motion for an additional extension of time by the same mover shall
34 require a contradictory hearing.  Following the contradictory hearing, the court may
35 only grant the motion upon a showing by the mover that extraordinary circumstances
36 outside of the control of the moving party exist that necessitate the requested
37 extension of time."
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
