To amend and reenact Section 3 of Act No. 535 of the 1988 Regular Session of the
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Legislature, as amended by Section 2 of Act No. 285 of the 1992 Regular Session
of the Legislature, Section 3 of Act No. 1291 of the 1997 Regular Session of the
Legislature, Section 1 of Act No. 50 of the 1998 Regular Session of the Legislature,
Section 1 of Act No. 7 of the 2001 First Extraordinary Session of the Legislature,
Section 1 of Act No. 14 of the 2004 First Extraordinary Session of the Legislature,
Section 1 of Act No. 76 of the 2006 Regular Session of the Legislature, and Section
1 of Act No. 232 of the 2008 Regular Session of the Legislature, and to enact R.S.
51:1301(D), relative to the Louisiana Tax Free Shopping Program; to extend the
program through July 1, 2023; to provide for an effective date; and to provide for

related matters.

Present law provides for the Louisiana Tax Free Shopping Program, authorizing a sales tax
refund program for certain purchases by international travelers.

Proposed law retains present law.

Present law is effective through July 1, 2017.

Proposed law extends the program through July 1, 2023.

Effective upon signature of the governor or lapse of time for gubernatorial action.
