Present law includes repairs to tangible personal property as one of the services subject to sales and
use tax.

Proposed law provides that surface preparation, coating, and painting of a fixed or rotary wing
military aircraft or certified transport category aircraft with an FAA registration address outside this
state is not a repair for purposes of the imposition of sales and use tax if certain conditions are met.
Effective July 1, 2017.
