15 (D)  Appropriations.  (1)  The legislature may annually appropriate treasurer
16 shall deposit into the state general fund the bond proceeds credited to the Leverage
17 Fund and all earnings, income, and realized capital gains on investment of monies
18 in the Leverage Fund as recognized as available for appropriation in the official
19 forecast of the Revenue Estimating Conference.  The Revenue Estimating
20 Conference shall include in its forecast of monies available for appropriation only
21 that amount of earnings, income, and realized capital gains which are in excess of
22 inflation as determined by the conference.

23 (2)  Appropriations may be made only for the following purposes:

24 (a)  Twenty-five percent shall be available for appropriation for the purposes
25 as provided in the TOPS Fund.

26 (b)  Twenty-five percent shall be available for appropriation for the purposes
27 as provided in the Health Excellence Fund.

28 (c)  Twenty-five percent shall be available for appropriation as provided in
29 the Education Excellence Fund.

30 (d)  Twenty-five percent shall be available for appropriation as provided in
31 the Louisiana Fund.

32 (e)  The amounts available for appropriation for each of the purposes
33 contained in Subparagraphs (a) through (c) of this Paragraph may be increased, and
34 the amount available for appropriation for the purposes of Subsubparagraph (d) may
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1 be decreased by a specific legislative instrument which receives a favorable vote of
2 two-thirds of the elected members of each house of the legislature.
