28 one hundred eighty located within a parish with a population less than six
29 thousand as of the latest federal decennial census.
30 Section 2.  This Act shall become effective upon signature by the
31 governor or, if not signed by the governor, upon expiration of the time for
32 bills to become law without signature by the governor, as provided by Article
33 III, Section 18 of the Constitution of Louisiana.  If vetoed by the governor
34 and subsequently approved by the legislature, this Act shall become effective
35 on the day following such approval."
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
