To amend and reenact R.S. 9:315.44(A)(introductory paragraph) and to enact R.S.
9:315.44(C) and 315.46(D), relative to license suspension for failure to pay child
support; to authorize the electronic transmission of a certification of noncompliance
to licensing authorities; to authorize an interagency agreement with a licensing
authority to facilitate the development, implementation, and use of a transmission
system; to authorize the electronic transmission of a compliance release certificate
to licensing authorities; and to provide for related matters.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of Louisiana:
Section 1. R.S. 9:315.44(A)(introductory paragraph) is hereby amended and

reenacted and R.S. 9:315.44(C) and 315.46(D) are hereby enacted to read as follows:
§315.44. Certification of noncompliance

A. The department may certify m—writing to the licensing authority that a

licensee is not in compliance with an order of support in the event of any of the

following:

C. The certification shall be in writing unless the department and licensing

authority agree that the department will transmit the certification in an electronic

format. The department may enter into an interagency agreement with a licensing

authority to facilitate the development, implementation, and use of a transmission

system.
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§315.46. Subsequent compliance with support order; compliance and partial

compliance releases

D. Any certificate issued pursuant to this Section shall be in writing unless

the department and licensing authority agree that the department will transmit the

certification in an electronic format in accordance with R.S. 9:315.44(C).
