SUMMARY OF HOUSE AMENDMENTS TO THE SENATE BILL

DIGEST OF THE SENATE BILL AS RETURNED TO THE SENATE
SB 17 Reengrossed 2018 Regular Session Peacock
Present law provides for the Military Service Relief Act, to promote the stated policy of
assuring that Louisiana citizens who serve their country and state and who leave their
employment, homes, and education shall not be penalized nor economically disadvantaged
because of their uniformed service.
Proposed law retains present law and updates certain provisions related to creditable service
in public retirement systems to comply with present federal law, including the Uniformed

Services Employment and Reemployment Rights Act (USERRA).

Proposed law also updates provisions of present law related to the time periods used to
compute average compensation.

Effective upon signature of the governor or lapse of time for gubernatorial action.
