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Proposed law changes certain criminal penalties for attempt or conspiracy to commit violations of the Uniform Controlled
Dangerous Substances Law.

Proposed law will likely result in an indeterminable decrease in SGF and an increase in local funds expenditures as it modifies
the existing imprisonment terms for attempt and conspiracy to distribute or possess with intent to distribute any substance
in Schedule I. Present law provides for imprisonment at hard labor for no less than 8 nor more than 50 years without
benefit of parole, probation or suspension of sentence. Proposed law provides that the terms for attempt and conspiracy to
distribute or possess with the intent to distribute any substance in Schedule I shall not exceed one-half of the longest
imprisonment or fine of the relevant offense.

SGF expenditures will decrease by $54.21 per offender per day if an offender is housed in a state facility or $24.39 for a
state offender housed in a local facility. An offender sentenced to the custody of the Department of Public Safety and
Corrections - Correction Services for one year would decrease SGF expenditures by $19,786.65 ($54.21 per day x 365 days)
if housed in a state facility and $8,902.35 ($24.39 per day x 365 days) if housed in a local facility. Approximately 50% of
state offenders are housed in state facilities and approximately 50% of state offenders are housed in local facilities.

Proposed law will result in an indeterminable local funds increase related to increased incarcerations of 6 months or less
under the amended penalties for attempt or conspiracy to commit violations of the Uniform Controlled Dangerous Substance
Law.

Proposed law may result in an indeterminable increase in local funds revenue as a result of potential fines for attempt and
conspiracy to distribute or possess with intent to distribute any substance in Schedule I. The maximum potential fine
changes from $10,000 to $25,000. The potential revenue will accrue to the local governing authority.
