DIGEST OF THE SENATE BILL AS RETURNED TO THE SENATE
SB 44 Reengrossed 2020 Second Extraordinary Session Fields
Present constitution provides that the Bd. of Supervisors for the University of La. System and
the Bds. of Supervisors of La. State University Agricultural and Mechanical College and the
Southern University and Agricultural and Mechanical College are composed of 15 members;

two members appointed by the governor from each congressional district and the remaining
member or members from the state at large.

Present constitution provides that the Bd. of Supervisors of Community and Technical
Colleges is composed of 15 members appointed by the governor as provided by law. Of
those members selected and appointed by the governor, there shall be two members from
each congressional district and the remaining member or members from the state at large.

Proposed constitutional amendment provides that when there is more than one at-large
member of any such board, at least one at-large member shall be a resident of the state, and
upon recommendation of the board, the governor may appoint persons who reside out-of-
state as the remaining at-large member or members.

Specifies submission of the amendment to the voters at the statewide election to be held on
Dec. 5, 2020.
