Abstract: Provides for publication requirements for sheriff sales.

Present law (C.C.P. Art. 2331) provides for the publication of notice of the sale of property under
a writ of fieri facias shall be published twice for immovable property.

Proposed law (C.C.P. Art. 2331) retains present law but provides that if a judicial sale of immovable
property is rescheduled, the notice of sale of property shall be published once.
