4 A.  Each person who violates any provision of this Chapter or Chapter 9 of
5 Title 26 of the Louisiana Revised Statutes of 1950, or any rule adopted pursuant to
6 this Chapter or Chapter 9 of Title 26 of the Louisiana Revised Statutes of 1950, shall
7 be subject to a civil penalty of not more than fifty thousand dollars for each act of
8 violation and for each day of violation.
9 B. Civil penalties may be assessed only by ruling of the commissioner of

10 alcohol and tobacco control based upon an adjudicatory hearing held in accordance
11 with the provisions of the Administrative Procedure Act, this Chapter, and Chapter
12 9 of Title 26 of the Louisiana Revised Statutes of 1950.

13 §1699.3.  Powers, duties, and responsibilities of commissioner
14 In addition to the powers, duties, and authority otherwise vested in him by
15 law, the commissioner of alcohol and tobacco control shall:
16 (1) Adopt rules in accordance with the Administrative Procedure Act to
17 implement the provisions of this Chapter.
18 (2)  Collect, administer, and disburse the proceeds of all fees, penalties, and
19 other monies required pursuant to this Chapter or Chapter 9 of Title 26 of the
20 Louisiana Revised Statutes of 1950.
21 (3)  Impose civil penalties for violations of orders issued pursuant to the
22 provisions of this Chapter or Chapter 9 of Title 26 of the Louisiana Revised Statutes
23 of 1950 or of the rules adopted pursuant to this Chapter or Chapter 9 of Title 26 of
24 the Louisiana Revised Statutes of 1950.
25 (4)  Institute civil proceedings to enforce his orders or rulings, collect any
26 fees, penalties, or costs due pursuant to this Chapter or Chapter 9 of Title 26 of the
27 Louisiana Revised Statutes of 1950, or to otherwise enforce the provisions of this
28 Chapter or Chapter 9 of Title 26 of the Louisiana Revised Statutes of 1950 or rules
29 adopted pursuant to this Chapter or Chapter 9 of Title 26 of the Louisiana Revised
30 Statutes of 1950.

31 Section 2.  This Act shall take effect and become operative if and when the
32 Act which originated as House Bill No. 699 of this 2021 Regular Session of the
33 Legislature is enacted and becomes effective."
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
