12 "(5)(a)  If an insured provides the insurer with an alternative damage estimate
13 from a Louisiana licensed contractor in which there is a discrepancy in damage
14 estimates equal to or greater than twenty-five percent of the insurer's estimate, the
15 insurer shall do one of the following:
16 (i)  Accept the alternative damage estimate provided by the insured as the
17 agreed upon recalculated damage estimate.
18 (ii)  Negotiate with the insured and agree upon a recalculated damage
19 estimate.
20 (iii)  Conduct a new onsite adjustment within fifteen days of receiving the
21 insured's alternative damage estimate and provide a copy of the adjustment or a
22 structural engineer report to the insured within ten days of completing the
23 adjustment. If, after receiving the insurer's new adjustment or structural engineer
24 report, the insured and the insurer are unable to agree upon a damage estimate and
25 a court later determines that there is a discrepancy of twenty-five percent or greater
26 in the insurer's initial damage estimate and the court's damage estimate, the insured
27 shall be entitled to recover all costs associated with resolving the dispute including
28 but not limited to costs related hiring a private adjuster or structural engineer.
29 (b)  Nothing in this Paragraph shall preclude the insured from utilizing
30 another applicable provision of law to resolve the dispute."
