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Proposed legislation requires each post-secondary education institution to publish a semiannual security report including
updated security policies and certain campus crime statistics in a prominent location on its website. Reports shall be updated
and posted by April 10th and October 10th of each year. Requires the Board of Regents (BOR) to monitor institution
websites for compliance and to notify House and Senate Committees on Education, and the State Bond Commission upon
failure to comply. Following such notification, the State Bond Commission is prohibited from authorizing the institution to
incur any debt subject to Commission’s approval for a period of two years.

There may be an increase in expenditures for some institutions to publish quarterly security reports; however, any additional
workload will likely be administered by existing staff and resources with minimal costs.

To the extent an institution should fail to meet quarterly reporting requirements, this measure would prohibit the State Bond
Commission (SBC) from authorizing the institution to incur any debt that is subject to the Commission’s approval, for a
period of two years. Although institutions expect to fully comply with the proposed law, the potential impact on future capital
projects in the event an institution fails to report is indeterminable. Per SBC staff, the majority of higher education
institutions do not incur debt directly, but rather through a conduit issuer such as a non-profit foundation. It is unclear
whether this provision would apply to such situations.

Institutions may realize increased expenditures if an individual files suit in district court and secures a writ of mandamus or
injunctive or declaratory relief to require compliance, which will also require payment of attorney fees and court costs.

There is no anticipated direct material effect on governmental revenues as a result of this measure.
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
