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HB 309 Original 2022 Regular Session Jenkins

Abstract:  Removes the requirement that the copy of the death certificate filed in the conveyance
records be certified when transferring immovable property subject to a small succession.

Present law provides that in order to deliver immovable property described in an affidavit of small
succession, a multiple original of the affidavit, to which has been attached a certified copy of the
deceased's death certificate, shall be recorded in the conveyance records in the office of the clerk of
court in the parish where the immovable property is situated.

Proposed law removes the requirement that the copy of the death certificate be certified.
