3 "R.S. 17:24.9(B), (C)(5), and (D), 24.10(A)(2) and (3), (B)(1)(introductory paragraph), and
4 (D) through (F), and 24.12(C) and (D)"

18 (2)  Develop or select a literacy assessment screener to assess the
19 literacy level of each public school student in kindergarten through third
20 grade.
21 (a)  In developing or selecting the literacy assessment, screener, the
22 department shall consider:
23 (i)  The scientific validity and reliability of the literacy assessment.
24 screener.
25 (ii)  The time required to conduct the literacy assessment, screener,
26 with the intention to minimize the impact on instructional time.
27 (iii)  The cost of administering the literacy assessment. screener.
28 (iv)  The timeliness and ease in reporting the results to teachers,
29 administrators, and parents.
30 (v)  The integration of the literacy assessment screener with
31 instruction.
32 (b)  The literacy assessment screener shall:
33 (i)  Measure, at a minimum, age-appropriate phonological awareness,
34 phonics, decoding, fluency, and comprehension.
35 (ii)  Identify students whose literacy skills are below grade level.
36 (iii)  Be a tool to assist in identifying students for further evaluation
37 for specific programming, including students who display characteristics of
38 being dyslexic or gifted.
39 (3)  Provide the literacy assessment, screener, at no cost, to each
40 public school for use in identifying a student's foundational literacy skill
41 level pursuant to R.S. 17:24.10.
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1 (4)  Establish the scores on the literacy assessment screener to
2 determine whether a student's literacy skills are above grade level, on grade
3 level, or below grade level."

29 (iii)  Literacy levels by student subgroups.
30 (c)  The data reported shall be submitted in the aggregate and shall
31 not include any personally identifiable information pursuant to R.S. 17:3914.
32 (8)  Report the data for each school, for each school system, and the
33 state as a whole, in the school progress profiles provided pursuant to R.S.
34 17:3911 and 3912.
35 C.  Not later than July 31, 2022, the State Board of Elementary and
36 Secondary Education shall revise teacher certification requirements and the
37 requirements of teacher education programs to require foundational literacy
38 skills standards in all educator preparation programs of all candidates seeking
39 certification to teach students in kindergarten through third grade. The
40 foundational literacy skills standards shall include:

2 (5)  How to administer literacy assessments screeners to students and
3 use the resulting data to improve literacy instruction for students.
4 D.  The results from the literacy assessment screeners shall be used
5 in determining school and district performance scores pursuant to the state's
6 school and district accountability system.

18 E.  The results of the early literacy assessment screener shall not be
19 used in determining school and district performance scores prior to the 2023-
20 2024 school year."
