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Present law authorizes a university, higher education facility, or consortium to undertake any new construction,
maintenance, or repair project not exceeding $5,000,000 solely funded from self generated revenues, grants, donations, or
local or federal funds without being included in the Capital Outlay Bill provided the project is approved by the appropriate
governing board or management board; the Board of Regents; the division of administration, office of facility planning and
control; and the Joint Legislative Committee on the Budget.
Proposed law increases the maximum threshold from $5 M to $10 M.

There is no anticipated direct material effect on governmental expenditures as a result of this measure. Proposed bill
increases the threshold for which certain institutions can undertake certain capital outlay projects without the project being
included in the capital outlay bill. The bill has no effect on the cost or funding sources of those projects.

There is no anticipated direct material effect on governmental revenues as a result of this measure.
