EXPENDITURE EXPLANATION

There is no anticipated direct material effect on governmental expenditures as a result of this measure. As noted in the
Revenue section, no rate cuts due to current law are currently projected. Under proposed law, the Department of Revenue
avoids any possibility of incurring any costs related to potential future tax rate reductions that may occur under the current-
law triggers.

REVENUE EXPLANATION

Proposed law repeals conditional IIT and CFT rate cuts in current law. Tax rate assumptions incorporated into REC
projections cannot be affected by proposed law, as current projections do not incorporate any such rate cuts. No impact to
revenue collections is anticipated due to proposed law.

LFO notes that in a scenario where the assessment of trigger conditions in April 2024 result in reduced tax rates for taxable
year 2025, new withholding tables would be in effect as of January 2025, reducing state general fund (or the Revenue
Stabilization Fund, depending on the amount of Corporate Income and CFT combined) collections in FY25. In such a
scenario, proposed law would increase revenues in FY25 and beyond.
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
