21 or mapped in connection with the deployment of the broadband projects
22 throughout the state utilizing the funding pursuant to R.S. 51:2370.1, et seq., the
23 Rural Digital Opportunity Fund, the Enhanced Alternative Connect America
24 Model, the Rural Development Broadband ReConnect Program, or any other
25 similar program included in the Broadband Equity Access and Deployment
26 program shall become a member of, participate in, and share the cost of a
27 regional notification center pursuant to R.S. 40:1749.14.
