8 to require the State Board of Elementary and Secondary Education to develop a system of
9 equivalent scores for such test compared to the American College Test and WorkKeys test;

12 On page 1, line 8, after "Section 1" and before "to" delete "R.S. 17:24.4(F)(1)(g) is hereby
13 enacted" and insert "R.S. 17:183.3(B)(3) is hereby amended and reenacted"

15 On page 1, delete lines 9 through 17 and insert the following:

16 "§183.3.  Career major; description; curriculum and graduation requirements

20 (3)  A student pursuing a career diploma shall take the American College
21 Test, and may choose to take the WorkKeys test, or the Armed Services Vocational
22 Aptitude Battery.  The State Board of Elementary and Secondary Education shall
23 develop a system of equivalent scores for the American College Test, and the
24 WorkKeys test, and the Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery and shall use
25 a student's highest score achieved on such test or tests for purposes of the school and
26 district accountability system required by R.S. 17:10.1.
