17 (b) "Deepfake" means any audio or visual media in an electronic format,

2 or digitally manipulated in a manner that would falsely appear to a reasonable

3 observer to be an authentic record of the actual speech or conduct of the

4 individual or that replaces an individual's likeness with another individual as

5 depicted in the recording. "Deepfake" does not include any material that

6 constitutes a work of political, public interest, or newsworthy value, including

7 commentary, criticism, satire, or parody, or that includes content, context, or

8 a clear disclosure visible throughout the duration of the recording that would

9 cause a reasonable person to understand that the audio or visual media is not

10 a record of a real event (R.S. 14:73.13).

11 (b)(c) Domestic abuse and family violence (R.S. 46:2121.1 and 2132). For

12 the purposes of this Part, domestic abuse shall also include any act or threat to act

13 that is intended to coerce, control, punish, intimidate, or exact revenge on the other

14 party, for the purpose of preventing the victim from reporting to law enforcement or

15 requesting medical assistance or emergency victim services, or for the purpose of

16 depriving the victim of the means or ability to resist the abuse or escape the

27 (f)(g) "Sexual harassment" which means unwelcome sexual advances,

10 §3399.16. Safety education; recognition and reporting of potential threats to safety

11 A. Not later than the beginning of the fall semester of 2022 2026, the

12 administration of each institution, in consultation with campus or local law

13 enforcement agencies, shall develop and distribute, not less than four times per

14 academic year through in-person or online delivery or both, information to

15 students regarding power-based violence, campus safety, and internet and cell phone

16 safety and online content that is a potential threat to school safety.

17 B. The information shall include the following:

18 (1) Instruction on how to identify and the identification, prevent prevention,

19 dangers, and prohibition of power-based violence and how to detect potential

20 threats to school safety exhibited online, including on any social media platform.

3 Section 2. This Act shall become effective upon signature by the governor or, if not

Proposed law retains present law and further provides that the administration must distribute
information not less than four times per academic year; delivered in-person, online, or both.

Effective upon signature of the governor or lapse of time for gubernatorial action.
