WHEREAS, in 1997, Bob Marshall was a member of the Times Picayune's three-
man team that won a Pulitzer Prize for the series "Oceans of Trouble" which examined the
plight of the world's fisheries; and

WHEREAS, in 2004, he was elected to the Circle of Chiefs by the Outdoor Writers
Association of America, the group's highest award for contributions to conservation; and

WHEREAS, in 2005, Bob Marshall's investigations into the Corps of Engineers
misstepsin building the New Orleans|evees and floodwallswas part of the Times Picayune
reporting package that won the Pulitzer Prize for its coverage of Hurricane Katrina, leading
to hisbeing afinalist for the Investigative Editorsand Reporters Award, and the Polk Award

for his on-going coverage on the causes of the disaster; and

from awide range of conservation and environmental groups, including Conservationist of

WHEREAS, Bob Marshall has received numerous national and regional accolades
for journalism including top honors from the Associated Press, United Press International,
Scripps-Howard Foundation National Journalism Awards, Society of Professional
Journalists, National Association of Sportswriters and Sportscasters and the Pro Football
Writers of America, Outdoor Writers Association of America, Louisiana Sportswriters
Association, and Louisiana Outdoor Writers; and
