in reducing recidivism among our juvenile offenders; and

WHEREAS, probation and parole officers provide additional service, support, and

protection to crime victims and their families; and

WHEREAS, probation and parole officers are engaged in partnerships with local

agencies and groups to promote crime prevention, intervention, and advocacy programs for

offenders and have become a true force for positive change in the community as well as

advocates for restorative justice.
