B. The board shall assess each member of the fire department not |ess than

st ten percent of his salary, to be deducted monthly, the same to be placed by the

secretary-treasurer to the credit of the fund subject to the orders of the board. Aty

Section 2. The provisions of this Act shall be implemented as follows:

(A) For memberswith lessthan twenty years of service on the effective date of this
Act:

(1) Beginning January 1, 2014, and continuing through December 31, 2014, the

assessment levied by the board shall be 8%.
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(2) Beginning January 1, 2015, and continuing through December 31, 2015, the
assessment levied by the board shall be 10%.

(B) For members with twenty years of service or more on the effective date of this
Act:

(1) Beginning January 1, 2014, and continuing through December 31, 2014, the
assessment levied by the board shall be 3.33%.

(2) Beginning January 1, 2015, and continuing through December 31, 2015, the
assessment levied by the board shall be 6.66%.

(3) Beginning January 1, 2016, and continuing through December 31, 2016, the
assessment levied by the board shall be 10%.

Section 3. This Act shall become effective on January 1, 2014.
