Edwards HB No. 101

Abstract: Subjects charter schools to the same State Board of Elementary and Secondary
Education (BESE) rules and regulations as traditional public schools with respect to
employment eligibility requirements for teachers and other school employees.

Present law requires charter schools to employ instructional staff who have at least a

baccal aureate degree. Proposed law instead requires charter schools to employ only those
teachers and other school employees who meet al eligibility requirements of those holding
equivalent positionsin traditional public schools as provided by law and in rules and regulations
adopted by BESE.

Present law subjects charter school instructional staff to all provisions of state law relative to
background checks applicable to the employment of public school personnel. Proposed law
broadens the application of this requirement to all charter school employees.

Present law generally exempts charter schools from all rules and regulations applicable to public
schools. Specifies severa exceptionsto this general exemption. Proposed law adds employment
eligibility requirements for teachers and other school employeesto thislist of exceptionsto the
general exemption.
