AN ACT
Toenact R.S. 13:2116, relativeto court costsin the Oberlin Municipal Court; to providefor
additional court costsfor traffic matters; to providefor the collection and disposition
of funds; and to provide for related matters.
Be it enacted by the Legidature of Louisiana
Section 1. R.S. 13:2116 is hereby enacted to read as follows:

82116. Oberlin Municipal Court; traffic matters; additional costs

A. Except as otherwise provided by law, in al traffic violation cases, the

municipal judge may assess, in addition to any other fine or other penalty which may

be legally imposed, costs of court in an amount not to exceed fifty dollars.

B. Except as otherwise provided by law, the proceeds derived from these

costs shall be deposited in aspecial account which shall be subject to audit, and shall

be used to defray the operational expenses of the Oberlin Police Department.
