Be it enacted by the Legidature of Louisiana
Section 1. R.S. 22:2296.1 is hereby enacted to read as follows:

§2296.1. Recovery of penalties; class action

Any action to recover apenaty or minimum measure of recovery against the

Louisiana Citizens Property Insurance Corporation that is created or imposed by

statute shall not be maintained as a class action.
