STUDENTS: Provides for limitations and prohibitions on the collection and sharing of
student information and provides penalties for violations

AN ACT

Toenact R.S. 17:3913 and 3996(B)(34), relative to student information; to limit the type of
information to be collected on students; to prohibit the collection of certain
information; to prohibit the sharing of student information; to provide exceptions,
to provide for access by parents and specified others to certain student information
stored in public school computer systems; to provide for student identification
numbers; to provide definitions; to provide criminal penalties; and to provide for
related matters.

Be it enacted by the Legidature of Louisiana
Section 1. R.S. 17:3913 and 3996(B)(34) are hereby enacted to read as follows:

83913. Student information; privacy: legidative intent; definitions; prohibitions;

parental access; penalties

A. Thelegislature hereby declaresthat all personally identifiableinformation

is protected as a right to privacy under the Constitution of Louisiana and the

Constitution of the United States.

B.(1) For purposes of this Section, "personally identifiable information” is

defined asinformation about an individual including but not limited to thefollowing:
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(a) Any information that can be used to distinguish or trace an individua's

identity such as name, social security number, date and place of birth, mother's

maiden name, or biometric records.

(b) Any other information that is linked or linkable to an individual such as

medical, educational, financial, and employment information.

(c) Two or more pieces of information that separately or when linked

together can be used to reasonably ascertain the identity of the person.

(2) For purposes of this Section, "aggregate data’' are statistics that relate to

broad classes, groups, or categories from which it is not possible to distinguish the

properties of individuals.

(3) For purposes of this Section, "parent or legal guardian” shall mean a

student's parent, legal guardian, or other person responsible for the student.

C.(1) Notwithstanding any provision of this Subpart or any other law to the

contrary, no official or employee of acity, parish, or other local public school system

shall reguire the collection of any of the following student information unless

voluntarily disclosed by the parent or legal quardian:

(a) Political affiliations or beliefs of the student or the student's parent.

(b) Mental or psychological problems of the student or the student's family.

(c) Sexual behavior or attitudes.

(d) Illegal, anti-social, self-incriminating, or demeaning behavior.

(e) Ciritical appraisals of other individuals with whom a student has a close

family relationship.

(f) Legally recognized privileged or analogous relationships, such as those

of lawyers, physicians, and ministers.

(0) Rdligious practices, affiliations, or beliefs of the student or the student's

parent.

(h) Family income.

(i) Biometric information.

(1) Social security number.
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(k) Gun ownership.

() Home Internet Protocol Address.

(m) External digital identity.

(2) Beginning Junel, 2015, no official or employee of acity, parish, or other

loca public school system shall provide student information to any member of the

school board or to any other person or public or private entity, except such an official

or employee may:

(a) Provide astudent'sidentification number asprovided in Paragraph (3) of

this Subsection and aggregate datato thelocal school board, the state Department of

Education, or the State Board of Elementary and Secondary Education solely for the

purpose of satisfying state and federal reporting requirements.

(b) Provide to the state Department of Education, for the purpose of

satisfying state and federal assessment, auditing, funding, monitoring, and school and

district accountability requirements, information from which enough personally

identifiableinformation has been removed such that the remaining i nformation does

not identify a student and thereis no basis to believe that the information alone can

be used to identify a student. No official or employee of the state Department of

Education shall share such information with any person or public or private entity

located outside of Louisiana, other than for purposes of scoring assessments.

(c) Providepersonally identifiableinformation regarding aparticul ar student

to any person or public or private entity if the sharing of the particular information

with the particular recipient of theinformation has been authorized in writing by the

parent or legal guardian of the student. Any recipient of such information shall

maintain the confidentiality of such information. Any person who fails to maintain

the confidentiality of such information shall be subject to the penalties provided in

Subsection G of this Section.

(d) Providefor thetransfer of student information pursuant to the provisions

of RS 17:112.
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(3) By not later than May 1, 2015, the state Department of Education shall

develop a system of unique student identification numbers. By not later than June

1, 2015, each local public school board shall assign such a number to every student

enrolled in apublic e ementary or secondary school. Student identification numbers

shall not include or be based on social security numbers, and a student shall retain

his student identification number for histenurein Louisiana public elementary and

secondary schools.

D.(1) Except as provided in Paragraphs (2) and (3) of this Subsection, no

person or public or private entity shall access a public school computer system on

which student information is stored. No official or employee of a public school

system shall authorize access to such a computer system to any person or public or

private entity except as authorized by Paragraphs (2) and (3) of this Subsection.

(2) The following persons may access a public school computer system on

which student information for students at a particular school is stored:

(a) A student's parent or legal guardian. Such access shall be limited to

information about a student of whom he isthe parent or legal guardian. A parent or

legal guardian may authorize, in writing, another person to access such information.

(b) A teacher of record. Such access shall be limited to information about

his current students.

(€) The school principal and school registrar.

(d) A school system employee employed at the school and designated by the

principal. Such access shall be limited to student information necessary to perform

his duties.

(e) A person authorized by the superintendent to maintain or repair the

computer system.

(3)_The following persons may access a computer system of acity, parish,

or other local public school system on which student information for students from

throughout the system is stored:

(a) The superintendent of the school system.
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(b) A school system employee designated by the superintendent. Such

access shall be limited to student information necessary to perform his duties.

(c) A person authorized by the superintendent to maintain or repair the

computer system.

(4) Any person who is authorized by this Subsection to access a public

school computer system, except a parent or legal guardian, shal maintain the

confidentiality of any student information to which he has access. Failure to

maintain the confidentiality of such information is punishable as provided in

Subsection G of this Section.

E. No person who has access to student information shall:

(1) Convert the student information as specified in Subparagraph (C)(2)(b)

of this Section such that the remaining information can be used to identify a student.

(2) Usethe personal characteristicsor behavior patterns of astudent to make

generdizations about a student or to predict outcomes and behaviors of a student.

F.(1) A city, parish, or other local public school board may contract with a

privateentity for student services, and pursuant to such contract, student information,

including persondly identifiable information and cumulative records, may be

transferred to computers operated and maintained by the private entity for such

Urpose.

(2) No contractor pursuant to this Subsection shall allow access to, release,

or alow therel ease of student information to any person or entity except as specified

in the contract.

(3) A contract pursuant to this Subsection shall include reguirements

regarding the protection of student information which at a minimum include

provision for al of the following:

(a) Guidelinesfor authorizing accessto computer systems on which student

information is stored including quidelines for authentication of authorized access.

(b) Privacy compliance standards.
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(c) Privacy and security audits performed under the direction of the local

school superintendent.

(d)_Breach planning, notification, and remediation procedures.

(e) Information storage, retention, and disposition policies.

(f) Disposal of all information from the servers of the contractor upon

termination of the contract.

(4) Any person who violates the provisions of this Subsection shall befined

not more than ten thousand dollars or imprisoned for not more than three years, or

both.

G. Except as provided in Paragraph (F)(4) of this Section, a person who

violates any provision of this Section shall be punished by imprisonment for not

more than six months or by afine of not more than ten thousand dollars.

H. Nothingisthis Section shall prohibit aschool system employee employed

at the school and a person authorized by the superintendent of the school system

from having access to a student's records as may be necessary to perform his duties.

83996. Charter schools; exemptions; requirements

B. Notwithstanding any state law, rule, or regulation to the contrary and
except as may be otherwise specifically provided for in an approved charter, a
charter school established and operated in accordance with the provisions of this
Chapter and its approved charter and the school's officers and employees shall be
exempt from all statutory mandates or other statutory requirements that are
applicable to public schools and to public school officers and employees except for
the following laws otherwise applicable to public schools with the same grades:

Schroder HB No. 1076

Abstract: Providesfor limitationsand prohibitions on the collection and sharing of student
information and provides penalties for violations.

Proposed law prohibits the collection of certain student information by local public school
systems and charter schools unless the information is voluntarily disclosed by the parent or
legal guardian. Prohibits local school system and charter school officials and employees
from sharing student information with local school board members and any other person or
public or private entity except as otherwise specified in proposed law. Further prohibits
access to public school computer systems where student information is stored except as
otherwise specified in proposed law. Provides that any person given access to a public
school computer system shall maintain the confidentiality of the student information
accessed.

Permits local public school boards and charter schools to contract with a private entity for
student services and prohibits a contractor from allowing access to, releasing, or alowing
the release of such student information except as specified in the contract. Provides
penalties for violations including imprisonment and monetary fines.

Prohibits persons who have access to student information from converting any student
information such that the information remaining after enough personally identifiable
information has been removed can be used to identify a student and from using the personal
characteristics or behavior patterns of a student to make generalizations about a student or
to predict outcomes and behaviors of a student.

Requires the state Dept. of Education to develop a system of unique student identification
numbers. Requireslocal public school boards to assign such numbersto every student and
provides that such numbers shall not include or be based on social security numbers.

Provides penalties for violations of proposed law including imprisonment and monetary
fines.

Summary of Amendments Adopted by House

House Floor Amendments to the engrossed hill.

1 Defines "parent or legal guardian” to mean a parent, legal guardian, or other
person responsible for the student.

2. In proposed law exception that allows the state Dept. of Education to share
student information for purposes of assessment, provides instead that it shall be
for purposes of scoring assessments.

3. In proposed law that allows alocal school board to contract with a private entity

for student information services, providesinstead that such contract isauthorized
for student services.
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4, In proposed law that allows alocal school board to transfer student information
to a computer owned, operated, and maintained by a private entity pursuant to
acontract for student services, requiresinstead that the computer be operated and
maintained by the private entity.
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
