(b) If anindividual petitioner stipulatesor otherwisejudicially admitsfor the
first timeless than sixty days prior to trial that the amount of the individual
petitioner's cause of action does not exceed fifty fifteen thousand dollars
exclusive of interest and costs, any other party may retain the right to atrial
by jury if that party is entitled to atrial by jury pursuant to this Article and
has otherwise complied with the procedural requirementsfor obtaining atrial

by jury.

(c) Notwithstanding Subsubparagraphs (a) and (b) of this Subparagraph, if,
as aresult of a compromise or dismissal of one or more claims or parties
which occurs less than sixty days prior to trial, an individual petitioner
stipulates or otherwise judicially admits that the amount of the individual
