Abstract:  Requires interpretations of the provisions of law regarding declarations concerning
life-sustaining procedures and physician orders for scope of treatment be made to
preserve the life of an unborn child.

Present law requires ambiguities in the provisions of law regarding declarations concerning
life-sustaining procedures be interpreted to preserve human life.

Proposed law retains present law and further requires interpretations be made to preserve the life
of an unborn child if the qualified patient is pregnant and an obstetrician who examines the
woman determines that the pregnant woman's life can reasonably be maintained in such a way as
to permit the continuing development and live birth of the unborn child.

Present law requires ambiguities in the provisions of law regarding physician orders for scope of
treatment be interpreted to preserve human life.

Proposed law retains present law and further requires interpretations be made to preserve the life
of an unborn child if the qualified patient is pregnant and an obstetrician who examines the
woman determines that the pregnant woman's life can reasonably be maintained in such a way as
to permit the continuing development and live birth of the unborn child.

Effective upon signature of the governor or lapse of time for gubernatorial action.
