§18. Secretary of state; powers and duties

D. The secretary of state may enter into cooperative agreements with other

states or the Electronic Registration I nformation Center to share voter registration
information or datafor purposes of determining whether avoter isregisteredin more

than one state and for the maintenance of the state voter registration computer

system. The secretary of state shall include in any such cooperative agreement a

provision for the privacy of the information or data that complies fully with

applicable state and federal law.

(d) The provisions of Paragraph (1) of this Subsection shall not apply to

voter registration information or data transmitted to a state or the Electronic

Reqistration Information Center for purposes of determining whether a voter is

registered to vote in more than one state and for the maintenance of the state voter

registration computer system.
