AN ACT

Toenact R.S. 47:463.165, rel ativeto motor vehicle special prestigelicenseplates; to provide
for the creation, issuance, and design of such license plates; to providerelativeto the
fee and distribution of such plates; to authorize the promulgation of rules and
regulations relative to the creation and implementation of a special prestige license
plate; and to provide for related matters.

Beit enacted by the Legidlature of Louisiana:
Section 1. R.S. 47:463.165 is hereby enacted to read as follows:

8463.165. Special prestige license plates; The Louisiana Youth L eadership

Seminar Corporation

A. The secretary of the Department of Public Safety and Corrections

shall establish a special prestige motor vehicle license plate for The L ouisiana

Youth L eadership Seminar Corporation, provided thereis a minimum of one

thousand applicants for such plate. These license plates shall berestricted to

use on passenger cars, pickup trucks, recreational vehicles, and vans.

B. The secretary shall work in conjunction with The L ouisiana Y outh

L eader ship Seminar Corporation to select the color and design of the plate,

provided that it isin compliance with R.S. 47:463(A)(3). However, the plate

shall bear theacronym "HOBY" , across the bottom of the plate, immediately

followed by thewords" EMPOWER/LEAD/EXCEL" in capital letters.

C. The prestige license plate shall be issued, upon application, to any

citizen of L ouisianain thesamemanner asany other motor vehiclelicenseplate.

D. The department shall collect an annual royalty fee of twenty-five

dollars for this special prestige license plate that shall be disbursed in
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accor dancewith Subsection E of thisSection. Thisfeeshall bein additiontothe

standard motor vehicle license tax imposed by Article VII, Section 5 of the

Constitution of L ouisiana, and ahandling feeof threedollar sand fifty centsfor

each platetoberetained by thedepar tment to offset aportion of administrative

cost.

E. The annual royalty fee shall be collected by the department and

forwarded to The Louisiana Youth Leadership Seminar Corporation. The

monies received from the royalty fees shall be used solely for the support of

programs administered by The Louisana Youth Leadership Seminar

Corporation for leader ship training to high school sophomor es.

F. The secretary shall adopt rules and regulations as are necessary to

implement the provisions of this Section.
