NUISANCE/PUBLIC: Authorizes the governing authorities of municipalities to regulate
the accumulation of waste tires on residential property

AN ACT
To enact R.S. 33:4885, relative to local governing authorities; to authorize municipal
governing authorities to regulate the accumulation of waste tires on private property;
and to provide for related matters.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of Louisiana:
Section 1. R.S. 33:4885 is hereby enacted to read as follows:

§4885. Removal of waste tires

The governing authority of any municipality may adopt an ordinance

regulating the accumulation of waste tires on private residential property. Such an

ordinance may include fines for violations and provision for employees of the

municipality or of a firm contracting with the municipality to enter private property

for the purpose of removing waste tires that are in violation of the ordinance.
