2 To commend the Gueydan High School girls' basketball team for winning the 2017 Class A

3 state championship.

4 WHEREAS, the athletes of the Gueydan High School girls' basketball team

5 completed a sensational 2016-2017 season when they earned the state championship title in

6 the Louisiana High School Athletic Association Girls tournament at University Center at

7 Southeastern Louisiana University on Friday, March 3, 2017; and

8 WHEREAS, the 53-40 win over North Central marked Gueydan High School's first

9 state championship in four trips to the tournament; the Gueydan Honeybears were led in the

10 title game by senior forward T'Nia Leger's nineteen points and six rebounds and sophomore

11 center Kendra Petry's fifteen points and four rebounds; and

12 WHEREAS, point guard Ke'Ara Charles was named the game's Most Valuable

13 Player for making crucial assists and adding three steals, seven rebounds, and eight points

14 to the victory; and

4 WHEREAS, team managers Malori Dupree, Emma Guidry, Vada Hargrave, and

5 Emily LaComb; team trainer Katie Mcbaine; and statistician Shae Romero contributed to

6 the success of the team by capably and admirably performing their jobs throughout the

7 season; and

8 WHEREAS, Randal Bertrand, head coach of the Gueydan girls' basketball team, has

9 instilled an ethic of winning in these young women athletes, and has demonstrated leadership

10 and motivational skills that have led to success both on and off the court for the Gueydan

11 Honeybears; and

12 WHEREAS, it is appropriate to recognize the well-deserved title the Honeybears

13 have earned; to commend the team for the ability they have displayed, particularly at the

14 most difficult level of competition; and to express sincere and heartfelt congratulations to
