Senior Alexis Venson (148 weight class) coming in first place and breaking
the 3A squat record;

Junior Dey'Shalund Eggins (165 weight class) coming in first place and tied
the 3A squat record;

Senior Taiana Caldwell (198 weight class) coming in first place and breaking
the Louisiana squat record (460), 3A squat record, 3A bench record, and the 3A total
record;

Junior Valerie Smith (220 weight class) coming in fifth place;

Junior Kai Kirk (220+ weight class) coming in third place; and

Senior Samauria Brooks (220+ weight class) coming in first place and
breaking the 3A deadlift record; and
WHEREAS, two of the girls were named the outstanding lifter of their class --

Chasity Jones (97-148 weight class) and Samauria Brooks (165-220+ weight class); and
WHEREAS, even with its challenges the team secured the championship, something
that the team members had worked very hard for, repeating as Division III state champions;
