Please be advised that I have vetoed House Bill 182 of the Regular Session of 2023. 

As I wrote in my veto message for a similar bill, House Bill 54 of the 2022 Regular Session, 
"the bill is unnecessary and perpetuates the false narrative that the residents of Louisiana face vaccine 
mandates to access government services or attend schools. This is not the case. The bill also seeks to 
undermine public confidence in vaccines, which are safe, effective, and essential to public health." 

What was true a year ago remains true now. I continue to have the utmost confidence in our 
Department of Health to protect the health and safety of the people of Louisiana, and I trust its judgment 
and expertise in matters of public health. For these reasons, I have vetoed the bill. 

Accordingly, House Bill 182 will not become law.
