10 for an insured that has a homeowner's insurance policy in effect, the applicant

11 or insured shall disclose to the insurer that the property is to be used or is being

12 used as a group home. Failure to disclose this information to an insurer

13 provides the insurer cause to cancel or nonrenew the homeowner's insurance

14 policy pursuant to R.S. 22:1333(B).

15 Section 2. This Act will become effective upon a signature by the governor or, if not

16 signed by the governor, as provided by Article III, Section 18 of the Constitution of

17 Louisiana. If vetoed by the governor and subsequently approved by this legislature, this Act
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1 will become effective on the day following such approval.
