17 compensation shall be no more than fifteen twenty dollars per hour and in any event

18 shall not exceed ninety one hundred dollars per session for any employee.  Each

20 on the premises not to exceed a total value of fifteen dollars per person. 
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1 Expenditures made under the provisions of this Subsection shall be subject to the

4 commission, salary, compensation, reward, or recompense to any person holding,
