§1072. Definitions
As used in this Subpart, the following words and phrases shall have the

following meanings ascribed for each unless the context clearly indicates otherwise:

(5) "Strategic plans" means any plan, strategy, or—device—developed—or

promoting;orsethngathospitathealthserviee: device, or public record as defined

in R.S. 44:1 developed, generated, received, or intended to construct, operate,

maintain a health facility or engage in providing, promoting, or selling a

hospital health service in a competitive market.
