AMENDMENT NO. 1

On page 1, delete lines 13 through 15 in their entirety and insert the following:

"district shall be provided a cancer screening examination conducted by a physician.
The initial examination shall be conducted not less than three years after the start of
employment and subsequent examinations shall be conducted during the course of
employment in accordance with the following schedule:

(1) Every five vears for firefighters and fire service employees who are
between nineteen and forty years of age.

(2) Every four vears for firefighters and fire service employees who are
between thirty-nine and fifty years of age.

(3) Every three years for firefighters and fire service employees who are fifty
years of age or older.

American Cancer Society or the National Comprehensive Cancer Network."
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
