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Proposed legislation prohibits smoking or vaping of any form of marijuana on any school property. Effective upon governor's
signature.

There is no anticipated direct material effect on governmental expenditures as a result of this measure. Proposed legislation
prohibits smoking or vaping marijuana, tetrahydrocannabinol, or any chemical derivatives thereof on any school property
and provides that a violation of this prohibition is punishable pursuant to existing law concerning the possession of a
substance classified in Schedule I that is marijuana, tetrahydrocannabinol, or a chemical derivative thereof.

There is no anticipated direct material effect on governmental revenues as a result of this measure.
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
