A RESOLUTION
To designate Monday, May 19, 2025, as Louisiana Judicial Council of the National Bar

Association Day at the state capitol and to commend the members of the Louisiana

Judicial Council of the National Bar Association for their contributions to improving

the judicial system in this state.

WHEREAS, the principle values of the Louisiana Judicial Council are justice and
integrity, which are reflected by the respect, spirituality, selfless service, and personal
courage of its membership; and

WHEREAS, the Louisiana Judicial Council of the National Bar Association consists
of the following 2025-2026 Executive Board Members: Judge Kern A. Reece, Orleans Civil
District Court, Div.
