9 "(2)  Notwithstanding the provisions of Paragraph (1) of this Subsection or
10 any other law to the contrary, in the parish of East Baton Rouge, the maximum
11 penalty which may be imposed for violation of any parish ordinance as codified in
12 Title 11 or 13 of the Code of Ordinances for the parish of East Baton Rouge and the
13 city of Baton Rouge shall be a fine of one thousand five hundred dollars and
14 imprisonment of six months in the parish jail.  Maximum penalties for violations of
15 ordinances other than those provided for in this Paragraph shall be as established in
16 Paragraph (1) of this Subsection.

18 B.(1)  In the parish of Jefferson, except as to properties zoned or used for
19 industrial activities, the maximum penalty which may be imposed for violation of
20 any parish ordinance shall be a fine of one thousand five hundred dollars and
21 imprisonment of six months in the parish jail. Notwithstanding any provision of this
22 Section to the contrary, in the parish of Jefferson, properties zoned or used for
23 industrial activities may be subject to penalties for violation of parish ordinances not
24 to exceed twenty-five thousand dollars upon the first violation and not to exceed fifty
25 thousand dollars for a second or subsequent violation.
