AN ACT
To enact R.S. 13:3742, relative to admissibility of evidence; to provide for prima facie
evidence of fault in certain circumstances; and to provide for related matters.
Be it enacted by the Legidature of Louisiana
Section 1. R.S. 13:3742 is hereby enacted to read as follows:

83742. Use of hand-held communication device; prima facie evidence of fault

In the trial of any action to recover personal injury or property damages

sustained by any party, it shall be primafacie evidence of fault on the part of adriver

of amotor vehicle who isinvolved in a collision while driving and simultaneously

using any hand-held electronic communication device.
