A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

To urge and request the Louisiana State Law Institute to study and make recommendations

relative to Code of Evidence Article 902 to provide for certain self-authenticated

records and to report its findings and recommendations to the Louisiana L egislature

no later than February 1, 2014.

WHEREAS, Codeof Evidence Article 902 providesexceptionsfrom therequirement
of extrinsic evidence of authenticity for certain documents; and

WHEREAS, business records of regularly conducted activities within the scope of
Code of Evidence Article 803(6) are frequently required to be admitted into evidence; and

WHEREAS, admitting such business records into evidence frequently requires the
testimony of an employee of the businessin order to authenticate the records; and

WHEREAS, in many cases the parties to the action incur unnecessary expensesin
presenting the witness to the court when the parties would otherwise agree to recognizing
a certification from the witness to authenticate the records, and

WHEREAS, as is currently provided in the Mississippi Rules of Evidence,
authorizing certified records of regularly conducted business activities to be admitted into
evidencewithout having to call awitnessto certify therecordscould, with certain safeguards
and procedures, eliminate unnecessary costs and delaysin court proceedings.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Legisature of Louisiana does hereby
urge and request the Louisiana State Law Institute to study and make recommendations
relative to Code of Evidence Article 902 to provide for certain self-authenticated business
records and that it report its findings and recommendations to the Louisiana L egislature no

later than February 1, 2014.
