INSURANCE CLAIMS: Prohibits certain fees relative to the adjudication of pharmacy
benefit claims

AN ACT

To enact R.S. 22:1852(13) and (14) and 1856.2, relative to the adjudication of pharmacy

benefit claims; to provide for definitions; to prohibit certain fees relative to such

adjudication; and to provide for related matters.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of Louisiana:

Section 1. R.S. 22:1852(13) and (14) and 1856.2 are hereby enacted to read as
follows:

§1852. Definitions

As used in this Subpart, the following terms shall be defined as follows:

(13) "Pharmacy benefits manager" means an entity that administers or

manages a pharmacy benefits plan or program.

(14) "Pharmacy benefits plan" or "pharmacy benefits program" means a plan

or program that pays for, reimburses, covers the cost of, or otherwise provides for

pharmacist services to individuals who reside in or are employed in Louisiana.

§1856.2. Pharmacy benefit claim adjudication

Notwithstanding any other provision of this Subpart to the contrary, a health

insurance issuer or a pharmacy benefit manager shall not directly or indirectly charge
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or hold a pharmacist or pharmacy responsible for a fee for any step of or component

or mechanism related to the claim adjudication process, including the following:

(1) The adjudication of a pharmacy benefit claim.

(2) The processing or transmission of a pharmacy benefit claim.

(3) The development or management of a claim processing or adjudication

network.

(4) Participation in a claim processing or adjudication network.

Section 2. This Act shall not apply to any contract entered into or renewed before
September 15, 2015. However, this Act shall apply to any contract renewed on or after
September 15, 2015.

Section 3. This Act shall become effective on September 1, 2015.

Abstract: Prohibits certain fees relative to adjudication of pharmacy benefit claims.
Proposed law provides that, notwithstanding any other provision of present law relative to
pharmacy and pharmacist claims, a health insurance issuer or a pharmacy benefit manager
shall not directly or indirectly charge or hold a pharmacist or pharmacy responsible for a fee
for any step of or component or mechanism related to the claim adjudication process,
including the following:

(1) The adjudication of a pharmacy benefit claim.

(2) The processing or transmission of a pharmacy benefit claim.

3) The development or management of a claim processing or adjudication network.

4) Participation in a claim processing or adjudication network.

Specifies that proposed law shall not apply to any contract entered into or renewed before
September 1, 2015, but shall apply to any contract renewed on or after September 1, 2015.

Effective on September 1, 2015.
